TOOLBOX Scholarship is a $250 scholarship
awarded for the purchase of program-
required tools, uniforms, equipment, and/or
supplies to a currently enrolled part-time or
full-time student in good academic standing.
The student must demonstrate a need for
financial assistance in purchasing the
required tools.

This toolbox scholarship is named in memory
of John Bradley, an automotive collision and
repair instructor at Griffin Technical College.
Mr. Bradley died of cancer in 2006.

The scholarship funds are not paid directly
to the student. The $250 award is used to
purchase tools directly from approved
equipment vendors on the student’s behalf.

DISQUALIFICATION POLICY

If the student withdraws or drops a class at
any time or for any reason during the quarter

which results in the student no longer having

at least part-time status and/or the student
does not complete the quarter, the student
will be disqualified. The Business Office will

notify the Foundation of the student’s change

in status. As a result of the disqualification,
the student will be responsible for
re-payment to the Griffin Technical College
Foundation.

If payment is not made by the student, the
College will place a “hold” on the student’s
record, and the student will be ineligible for
this scholarship in the future.
